I A windrow is the row of snow at the end of a driveway after snow
clearing on the street.

Only residents under the Snow Windrow Removal Assistance
Program will have one car width of snow removed within 4 hours
after the street is plowed. This happens after snow reaches 7.5 cm
and the local plows are deployed. The program is designed to help
persons with disabilities and elderly residents maintain road access
from their driveways during the winter season.
